This legislation 

would amend the Criminal Code to ensure that 

Medical Assistance in Dying (MAID) is not 

extended to individuals whose sole underlying 

condition is mental illness. Without this 

amendment, MAID will be available for mental 

illness along beginning in March, 2027.  A vote is 

expected to take place mid-April 2026.
